Content : In order to enable students to understand better the Dutch-speaking communities in Belgium and the Netherlands, the course
explains how in Flanders and the Netherlands, culture and society developed historically towards the political, social and religious
reality of the present day and age. It also discusses the role of the regions and communities in the context of the European Union.
