Learning outcomes

Le programme s’adresse aux personnes qui souhaitent enseigner leur discipline aux éléves de I'enseignement secondaire supérieur.

L’enseignant d’aujourd’hui est appelé a jouer un role essentiel auprés de ses éléves, ainsi que le précise le « décret-missions » du 24
juillet 1997 :

1. promouvoir la confiance en soi et le développement de la personne de chacun des éléves;

2. amener tous les éléves a s'approprier des savoirs et a acquérir des compétences qui les rendent aptes a apprendre toute leur vie et
a prendre une place active dans la vie économique, sociale et culturelle;

3. préparer tous les éléves a étre des citoyens responsables, capables de contribuer au développement d'une société démocratique,
solidaire, pluraliste et ouverte aux autres cultures;

4. assurer a tous les éleves des chances égales d'émancipation sociale.

Pour préparer les futurs enseignants a remplir ce réle ambitieux et exigeant, le programme d’agrégation vise I'acquisition des
compétences suivantes :

On successful completion of this programme, each student is able to :
1. Intervenir en contexte scolaire, en partenariat avec différents acteurs

séminaires et stages : directeurs, superviseurs, maitres de stage et autres stagiaires).

2. Enseigner en situations authentiques et variées

2.1. Intégrer des attitudes et comportements pédagogiques au service de I'apprentissage individuel et collectif, et de la gestion du
groupe-classe.

2.2. Acquérir et exploiter la didactique et I'épistémologie disciplinaires qui guident I'action pédagogique.
2.3. Transposer les savoirs savants et les pratiques culturelles de référence en savoirs scolaires.

Programme structure

These skills are developed through three different kinds of activities :

« periods of practice at the higher levels of secondary education (60 hours);
*seminars in small groups;
«formal and less formal lectures.

One part of these activities is common to all subjects (they have the code LAGRE (13 credits); the other part is subject-based (these
activities have the subject code). In total, the activities are for 300 hours (30 credits).

The training for the Agrégation de I'enseignement secondaire supérieur qualification is organised with reference to the Decree of 8
February 2001 relating to the initial training of teachers at the higher levels of secondary education in the French Community of Belgium
and to the Decree of 17 December 2003 which requires neutrality in subsidised official education and other measures relating to
teaching.

The detailed programme corresponds to the 30 credits of the teaching focus where it is organised. If no teaching focus is offered in
the subject, a specific agrégation programme will offer the three different kinds of activities, in line with the requirements of the above-
mentioned Decrees.

Admission

Decree of March 31st 2004 defining higher education, favoring its integration in the European framework of higher education and
refinancing universities.

General conditions

The teaching certificate of secondary education is accessible to any student who has a Master's degree issued by the French
Community, the Flemish Community or by a technical school. It is also accessible to any student who has a “licence” degree issued by
the French Community or the Flemish Community.

To access the teaching certificate, a foreign degree or title will have to be acknowledged as being equivalent to the corresponding
Masters’ degree by the French Community of Belgium.

Language examination: knowledge of the French language

No student can be admitted to any one year of a Pedagogical Master’s degree if they have not passed an _ examination attesting to a
sufficient knowledge of the French language .

In the event of the divergence between the different linguistic versions of the present conditions, the French version shall prevail

Specific Admission Requirements
The programme is open to all students with the following gualifications:
Master [120] in Modern Languages and Literatures : General

Students of the Master's in Modern Languages and Literatures: General who have selected French as their Romance language will, by
the end of the course, be fully qualified (titre requis) to teach French as a foreign language and the Germanic language they studied as
part of their programme.

Students wishing to enrol in the AESS must have a French Community of Belgium diploma; failing this, they will have to pass a French
language proficiency examination to demonstrate that their command of written and spoken French is equivalent to Level C1 of the
Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (for further information, visit https://uclouvain.be/en/study/inscriptions/
language-requirements.html.html).

Students who already have a 120-credit Master's degree with a professional or research focus and wish to obtain a teaching
qualification may enrol either for this stand-alone teacher training programme or for the Master's in Master [120] in Modern Languages
and Literatures : General

Spécific Admission and Enrolment Procedures for General Registation

Students must enrol with both UCL (Halles Universitaires, Enrolment Office) and their faculty office.
> Enrolment and funding

Extension of enrolment

Teacher training is a one-year programme. However, subject to a number of prerequisites in terms of the chronological organization of
the programme and the required timing of certain training activities, students may spread the components of their programme over two
academic years. In this case, enrolments are done on a deferred basis in line with the administrative regulations on enrolment and the
length of deferral.

All deferred enrolments require students to enrol for 15 credits for each of the two years and to sit the corresponding examinations in
one of the official examination sessions during each year. Students are assessed on the first part of the examination at the end of the
first year.
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Accessible to adults
Some of the courses are available for part-time and evening study. The multidisciplinary courses and seminars are offered in various
sequences at different times.

There is a system in place for the accreditation of prior experience (valorisation des acquis de I'expérience - VAE) in teaching or
training, which exempts students from certain activities and from some of the teaching practice placements.

The current shortage of teachers in various subjects (mainly science and Germanic languages), provides real and immediate
opportunities for people wishing to retrain as teachers after gaining experience in another profession.
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Teaching method

The programme is divided into various kinds of activities : lectures, seminars in small interdisciplinary or intradisciplinary groups and a
variety of teaching practice (observation of classes, 2- or 3-day immersion in an educational institution, teaching practice in pairs and
individually in different classes and different types of teaching).

It is particularly important for students, when developing their skills, to be actively involved in realisation and analysis of their periods
of teaching practice, in the seminars organised in small groups and general in the individual and group work which forms the basis of

various assessments.

The workload involved in the overall programme (especially the 40 hours of teaching practice) is significant and requires real investment
throughout the academic year. It cannot be combined with another programme worth more than 30 credits.
