Main themes : To meet these objectives, the course is twofold: Module A - Heuristics (1 ECTS - 20 h common activities) - initiation to bibliographical

Aims : By the end of this course the student should have demonstrated his/her capacity to undertake initial research in theology, under
the supervision of an instructor. This notably includes the ability to: - deal with a topic in any one theological field, in a well informed
and coherent way; - make proper use of the basic tools of the theologian (library, computer), respecting the criteria of scientific
research; - write a short essay in a clear and well-structured manner.
