Main themes : Students will be asked to take part in various activities allowing them to develop their communicative skills (mainly oral skills) in the
following situations: Job interview (including a CV and a letter of application) presenting a specific topic, participating in a meeting,
using electronic mail, telephoning.

Students should be able to read autonomously and understand in detail factual texts and specialised articles related to their field
of studies.

Listening Comprehension:

 Students should be able to understand conferences and extended speeches and follow complex argumentation.

Students should be able to understand current-affairs television programmes and programmes which are/are not related to their
field of studies.

Students should be able to follow argumentation in a current conversation between different interlocutors within the main socio-
professional contexts.
