Aims : This course aims to provide the opportunities to improve and enrich their linguistic abilities.

Evaluation methods : --
Speaking skill is evaluated in a continuous way through weekly lessons in second semester.

The interactive method aims to get the students
in active contact with the teacher, as well as with one another, to offer to them more opportunities to take part in the discussions
and to ask questions more spontaneously.
