d) Integration and primitivation.
II. Basic linear algebra and matrices.
III. Functions of several variables.
IV. Introduction to differential equations.

Aims : The aim of this teaching is to present basic tools of algebra and analysis in view of their use in natural sciences. It should also initiate
the students to mathematical reasoning. Illustrations and direct applications to natural sciences should be particularly stressed.
