Aims : Reading Comprehension
--
The student should be able to understand in detail direct and not so complex factual texts (articles, reports, ') concerning with
general and field-related subjects.
--
The student should be able to understand articles about contemporary problems and they should be able to catch the position or
the viewpoint of the author.

Listening Comprehension - Individual:

the student should be able to understand a large part of expositions or television and radio programs on subjects of general interest
or on subjects related to the field of studies, provided that the language is of a standard level and clearly pronounced and that
the presentation is direct and simple,

the student should be able to understand in detail what is said in an everyday conversation in standard language on current affairs
or subjects related to the field of studies.
