reading, commenting, and dating Greek inscriptions.

developing technical skills: squeeze, photography, facsimile.

mastering bibliographical tools and digital resources.

read Greek inscriptions on photography, squeeze and/or facsimile.

edit and study Greek inscriptions in a comprehensive and relevant way (lemma, transcription, restitution, translation, dating,
commentary).

correctly use bibliography and working tools.

Training to do an epigraphic
edition: writing a lemma, making a transcription, restitutions. Introduction to handling epigraphic corpora and working tools. Reading,
translating, commenting and dating exercises.
