Aims

1

Drawing upon the many possible meanings of culture and interculturalism down through history, the course
aims essentially to:

• give students a complete philosophical overview of the distinction between nature and culture,
• discuss how humans are defined by the products of their intellect (cultural objects, institutions, etc.),
• challenge the ethnocentric tendencies of thought by examining to what extent the polyphony of
philosophy can be construed as the correlate of the multiplicity of cultures and the different types of
relationships between them (encounter, confrontation, conflict, exchange, hybridisation, etc.).

By the end of this course, students will understand how, by taking culture and interculturalism into account,
they can better define the notion of humanity and stimulate and enrich the thought process.

1) The distinction between nature and culture

2) Culture used to define humans by the products of their intellect

3) Cultures: their differences and similarities
