Teaching methods Lectures by the teacher and by guest speakers, personal reading by students.

Content The course begins with an overview of the origins of the anthropology of the image and of its relationship to art
history.

Alongside these major historiographical landmarks, different methodological and theoretical perspectives are
presented so as to reflect on the interchanges between iconology and anthropology.

The remainder of the course is structured around a number of key issues (iconoclasm, idolatry, ritual, magic...)
in order to bring to light the different types of reaction aroused by images from a transhistorical and intercultural
perspective.
