Teaching methods

The translations prepared by the student will be corrected and commented during the course. If necessary
specific grammar points will be revised.

Content

The authors chosen for the course are Euripides and Aristophanes. After an introduction to show the
context of the author and his work, there will be a commentary on grammatical and contextual points.
