Students will take part in avariety of activities enabling them to practise and improve their communication skills and their
command of the (mainly oral situations) language. The student is encouraged to gradually improve hisher oral skillsin the
above mentioned domains. The teacher will provide a wide range of linguistic tools and documents (written and audiovisual)
which will enable the student to be efficient in interactive communication situations. Feedback activities and revision exercises
are also part of the course:

- debates and discussions

- role plays
