. Listening comprehension : understanding television programmes (talks, lectures) on subjects of interest to

historians, historians of art, archaeol ogists#

. Speaking skills: expressing one's opinion on the different themes covered in class

Content

Portfolio of texts and videos (authentic documents from various sources: newspapers, magazines, encyclopaedias, #).
M ethodology

. 30 hours of teacher-led classes featuring pair and team work

- Training learners to become autonomous readers of authentic written documents

- Broadening the students' vocabulary scope

- Teaching key grammar points such as tenses, auxiliaries, connectives and the passive voice.

. 30 hours of organised tutorials (partly done in the language lab): speaking (15 hours) and listening exercises (15
hours).
