(manufacturing, etc.), agriculture and agri-business (glass house production, fruit production), forest cover change, the impact
of land use change, water resources (industrial and agricultural consumption patterns, flooding), biogeography (ecology and
landscape), land degradation.

Working in small thematic groups to identify and allocate the tasks and techniques necessary to achieve the case study
objectives.

Tackling the problem - review of the literature and the study area, collection and use of available data resources, application of
appropriate methods.
