Knowledge: The objective of this course isto apply models and geographical concepts to the case of developing countries, to
better understand processes of change in these countries.

Skills: Animportant skill to acquirein this course is the capacity to confront theoretical models of geography to actua
situations. Given the diversity of situationsin developing countries, the student must learn to distinguish what is general in the
development pathways from what is specific to each place and to each historical and geographical context. Based on the
understanding of interactions between development and the environment of aregion, the student must be able to propose
intervention guidelines to influence devel opment pathways.
