Before each session, participants will make a private and detailed study of the documents to be discussed. The session will aim
to raise any difficulties of comprehension that there may be, and to analyse critically the conceptual aspects of the works that
have been studied, their methodological choices, and their contributions to the evolution of knowledge. The workshop will
meet once afortnight over two terms.
