Aims

By the end of the seminar, the student will have learned how to conduct research (specifically in view of presenting a doctoral
thesis) and to communicate results in both written and oral form.
The student will have participated in contemporary philosophical debates in aesthetics.

Main themes

The theme of the seminar varies each year depending on the contemporary philosophical context and/or the research
programmes under way at the Centre for Philosophical Aesthetics, and keeping in mind the interests and research of the
participants. The seminar is meant to provide a framework for the work of DEA and doctoral students.

Content and teaching methods

The seminar will be aresearch seminar dealing with the latest phenomenological approaches to the questions raised by
contemporary art. Critical presentations and discussion of several recent texts on this subject. One or two lectures by foreign
specidists will be integrated into the seminar: the exact programme will be established along with seminar participants at the
beginning of the academic year.
