Reading skills:

Different activities are proposed: exercises on phonetics, basic vocabulary and grammar, simple writing activities and
conversation, listening activities in the language lab, working in pairs or small groups etc.

Requirements:

Workload:

In the class: 90 hrs

At home: +/- 100 hrs

Assessment:

- Written and oral exam at the end of the academic year (first session in May/June- second session in September)
